6.1  “A Place for Paws” Dog Park Relocation Project
City Manager Macon made a presentation.
Councilmembers discussed the item and staff answered related questions.

Moved by Councilmember Horne, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Conners, and carried
unanimously on a 4-0 vote, with Councilmember Hatch absent, to:

1. Approve the “Dog Park Relocation Project: Phase 1” design plans and
specifications as recommended by the City Engineer and project architect.

2. Adopt a resolution entitled:

SECTION 15332 OF TITLE 14 OF THE CALIFORNIA CODE OF
REGULATIONS

Moved by Mayor Pro Tem Conners, seconded by Councilmember Rainey, and carried
unanimously on a 4-0 vote, with Councilmember Hatch absent, to adopt a resolution
entitled:

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LAGUNA
WOODS, CALIFORNIA, AMENDING AND ADOPTING THE FISCAL
YEARS 2017-19 BUDGET AND WORK PLAN FOR FISCAL YEAR 2017-
18 COMMENCING JULY 1, 2017 AND ENDING JUNE 30, 2018, AND
FISCAL YEAR 2018-19 COMMENCING JULY 1, 2018 AND ENDING
JUNE 30, 2019, RELATED TO APPROPRIATIONS FOR THE GENERAL
FUND AND CAPITAL PROJECTS FUND FOR THE “A PLACE FOR
PAWS” DOG PARK RELOCATION PROJECT

Moved by Councilmember Horne, seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Conners, and carried
unanimously on a 4-0 vote, with Councilmember Hatch absent, to award a contract
agreement to Line Tech Contractors, Inc. for the construction of the “Dog Park Relocation
Project: Phase 17, in the amount of $324,940, plus authorized change orders not to exceed
15% of the base amount; and authorize the City Manager to execute a contract agreement
and approve change orders, subject to approval of the contract agreement as to form by
the City Attorney.
